We’ve a number of new products to tell you about but this time I’ve included a feature on 
an ezChassis project and there is the opportunity to get something for free!  Read on…. 
 
ezChassis® Mini 
Due to demand for a chassis for smaller audio projects we’ve released ezChassis Mini.  
This chassis is a smaller, simplified version of the 60mm ezChassis. Around half the depth 
of other chassis with folded steel panels forming the top and sides.  It’s ideal for preamps 
or small power amps (like ‘Gainclones’). Another photo below 
It still maintains the benefits of other ezChassis® cabinets which are designed to eliminate 
much of the metal working needed for amplifier building by providing pre-punched panels. 
The new ezChassis Mini is 60mm high internally and180mm deep. It has standard 17" 
(432mm) wide cosmetic front panel. Many accessories are available such as the valve 
guards pictured above. As well as being cheaper (NZ$135 which is aprox $US100), it only 
weighs 2.1kg (<5lb), so is significantly cheaper to ship. 
      
 
 
 
 
 
 
Snake Oil for Turntables!  
You might have to forgive my sense of humour in branding my upgrade oil for turntables 
as Snake Oil. The name is a joke about those promising much from little bottles whether 
patent medicines or HiFi "improvements". This oil is no joke and has nothing to do with 
snakes as it's a totally synthetic oil, primarily used in car racing. The advantage of this 
(5W20) racing grade oil is that is super slippery (around 30% lower coefficient of friction 
compared to other regular oils). It also doesn't have many of the detergents and additives 
present in 'regular' mineral oils. These additives are often a disadvantage in turntable 
bearings. The synthetic formulation of this oil makes it more resistant to oxidation and 
sludge formation. This is an audible upgrade for many turntables. Free Snake Oil ! To the 
first Newsletter subscriber that contacts me saying they’d like to try it. (Excluding my mother) 

 
New Products (Left to Right above) 
·  Snake Oil ! 50ml (1.5fl/oz) synthetic oil upgrade for turntables ($NZ27 inc shipping) 
·  Angular handles for 180mm chassis; a chunky handle go with the 180mm chassis. 
·  Chassis mount mains filter; 10A chassis mount mains filter. (Matches ezChassis hole centers) 
·  Small PCB Hardwire board; A pair of 45mm square fibreglass boards with copper location points. 
·  ezChassis Mini; New ‘half depth’ chassis for smaller audio projects (NZ$135, aprox $US100)

Featured Customer Project;  
This Newsletter I’m starting a feature of customer projects. Shown below is an immaculate 
phono-amplifier made by Xavier (Spain). The 60mm ezChassis used here houses MC 
Phono Stage based on the Pass Pearl. 
Xavier has done a number of clever things with his ezChassis to achieve this result. While 
using the optional ezChassis wooden panels to get a nice look, it has limited the air flow 
(while this is a preamp, it’s definitely a Class A preamp!), so he has raised the top panel 
slightly to let air out. Being a balanced amp Xavier has squeezed XLR locations out of the 
back panel. (Now ‘Series B’ ezChassis have more overt provision for XLR sockets). The 
big caps are Mundorf ‘Supremes’ this inspired me to try the basic Mundorf caps in my own 
amp with good results. Xavier has bought another ezChassis to accommodate the Pass 
line stage.
